Location

The Library (L.R.C.) is in a central location, Room 14, near to the English, Mathematics and Science Departments.
Stock and facilities
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The Library (L.R.C.) contains well over 8,000 books including audio books, revision guides and magazines. There are 8 networked PCs and 16 networked laptops available for use by pupils and staff for school work and conducting research. All have access to the *Internet and to the school's local area network, with full Microsoft Office suite as standard. A printer is connected to one of these PCs.                                      
Annexed to the L.R.C. is the Careers Office with careers information in books, leaflets, college prospectuses and a careers officer is available for consultation 3 days a week.

*Pupils have access to selected educational web pages only.

The Library (L.R.C.) is managed by Mrs. A Smith and supported at break and lunchtimes by a team of Pupil Library Monitors.
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Use

The Library (L.R.C.) enjoys a whole variety of uses - individual study, whole class use, small group or individual research, projects, homework, word-processing, information seeking on the Internet, and recreational reading in a friendly environment with resources and help always on hand. 
Borrowing

Pupils can borrow up to 2 items for 2 weeks.

All items must be taken to the desk before borrowing or returning.

Any item required for longer can be renewed and re-stamped at the Library desk.

Where to find everything

Different kinds of book are shelved in different places in the Library, to make them easier to find.
The three main types are:
Fiction
(Stories, novels - anything the writer has made up from his/her imagination)
Non-Fiction
(Information books -  this also includes poetry and plays)
Reference
(Encyclopaedias, dictionaries, thesauruses and atlases)
Fiction books 
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Fiction books greet you as you walk into the Library (L.R.C.) and are arranged in categories according to their subject matter (genre). Books of the same genre have the same colour sticker on the books’ spine. So you will find science fiction books together, action and adventure books together and so on. Look for the signs showing the sections or shelves you are interested in. There should be a book to suit all tastes! 
Non-fiction books and Reference Books
Non-Fiction and Reference books are shelved on the right hand side of the library and opposite the desk. When looking for a non-fiction or reference book, both of which give us information, we are more interested in what the book is about rather than who it was written by. Information books are therefore arranged on the shelves by subject and their Dewey number.
Dewey numbers:
Each subject has a different number . The numbers run from 000 to 999 and books are shelved in that order. Use the signs around the library to help you find the number! The numbers are called 'Dewey' numbers, after Melvil Dewey, the librarian who invented the system, the Dewey Decimal Classification Scheme, or Dewey for short!

According to Dewey's system, all books on the same subject are found in the same place, and books on similar subjects are found nearby. 
Non-fiction is divided up into ten main sections like this:
000-099

General: encyclopaedias, directories, books of facts and records, IT and the unexplained.

100-199

Philosophy and Psychology: books about ideas, thinking, and the mind

200-299

Religion: religions and beliefs

300-399
-
Social Issues: books about how society works and functions

400-499
-
Languages

500-599
-
Science: maths, astronomy, physics, chemistry, nature, plants, birds and animals, the weather

600-699
-
Technology: machines and inventions, electronics, medicine and the human body, farming, pets, food and cookery

700-799
-
The Arts: drawing, painting, photography, music, dance, theatre, hobbies and sports

800-899
-
Literature: poems, plays and critical works

900-999
-
History and countries, including explorers and biographies (books about the lives of famous people)
