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Construction Related Courses
BTEC Level 2 Certificate  
This level 2 course is available to pre 16 year old learners and on successful completion is equivalent to 2 GCSE’s.  This contains 1 theoretical unit and 3 specialist practical based units. 
This course is delivered over one half day per week for two full academic years

The learner is required to successfully complete 15 Credits for the  certificate.

Entry Qualifications:

No prior qualification needed to undertake the course, but the assessment will require written assignments to be completed together with continuous practical assessments.

The course is delivered one afternoon a week over a period of two years. 
LEVEL 1 Building craft occupations in construction (City & Guilds)

This qualification is suitable for people who wish to get an insight to a number of construction related subjects .  It provides introductory practical skills together with essential knowledge and understanding to work safely and to a standard in the construction industry.  The course is delivered one afternoon a week over two years.

The learner is required to achieve 6indivudual units & 6 individual online test (multi choice) to achieve the full award

· Unit 1403 cut ,lay and fix construction components 

· Unit 1404 apply finishing materials 

· Unit 1405 setting out construction components 
The trades that the learner will explore; Carpentry, Plumbing, Bricklaying, Wall tiling, Guttering, Plastering, Painting, setting out and levelling 

Entry Qualification:

You do not require any prior qualification to undertake this Level 1 Qualification 

Assessment:

Continuous practical assessment throughout the course. Written assessment for each individual unit. Evidence recorded within a portfolio 

PROGRESSION YR 12
BTEC Level 2 first certificate 

This is a level 2 course that is available for students that are entering year 12.  This course is delivered over one full day in College for one academic year.  The learner is required to successfully complete 15 credits.  This course contains 2 theory based units and 1 practical unit. Successful completion is equivalent to 2 GCSE’s grades A – C

BTEC Level 3 National Award 

This level 3 course is available to students in Year 12. The course is delivered on one full day at college over two academic years. The learners are required to successfully complete 6 units.

Entry Qualifications: 4 GCSE’s at grades A- C . Successful completion is equivalent to 1 A Level 
All these Qualifications will facilitate progression to a Further Education courses in Construction
