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Geography

Level of course – GCSE (Grades A* to G)

Geography at GCSE is learning about the links between people and the environment.  You will study both Human and Physical Geography through World case studies.

You will gain a wide range of skills whilst following the course, including enquiry, communication, working with others and computer skills.  These are useful for any job.

You are examined on the core syllabus at the end of year 10.  There is a choice of foundation (Grades G-C) or higher (Grades D-A*) tier papers.  You will do coursework and fieldwork as well.  Fieldwork will help you gain real life experience of Geography.

In year 11 you are examined on options topics.   These are chosen from a number of options set by the examination board.  You also complete coursework in Year 11, resulting from fieldwork done by you at the end of Year 10.
Teaching of the course is done using several different methods.  Pupils will be encouraged to work independently at times and also as part of a group.  Time will be available for research and I.T. lessons.  Pupils will also be involved in presentation work.

This is a new course.  You will gain a GCSE grade after the year 10 examination and can work to keep this or improve it in year 11.  The combination of different types of assessment will help boost your grade at GCSE.
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By completing the GCSE course you will also be gaining knowledge of current affairs, politics and business.  Geography will encourage you to think independently, approach problems logically and offer practical solutions.  This is good preparation for the future!
