 COURSE TITLE: THEMES AND ASEPECTS OF 19TH AND 20TH 

CENTURY

WELSH/ENGLISH NON BRITISH HISTORY

AIMS

The main aims of the G.C.S.E . History course are to create interest in the study of the past and through this acquisition of historical knowledge and  understanding, to develop a variety of skills that will prove of great value in many different careers.

CONTENT

The syllabus consists of 4 parts:
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1. Study in Depth

Germany in Transition 1929-1947. Hitler's emergence, his 

actions and their consequences.

2. Thematic Study

Sport, Leisure and Tourism c.1900 to the present 

day.  Themes include the development of Pop Music, the 
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birth of the teenager, the growth of all sports and the issues involved in them as well as  the changes in travel.

3. Study in Development

Crime and Punishment c.1530 onward. The development of Crime and Punishment throughout the past 500 years.
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Investigation:- An opportunity to study a personality or event from history. This task follows  a well structured approach with careful guidance from the teacher. Subjects include Evacuation during World War II, the evacuation from Dunkirk.

In class you will investigate sources, discuss in groups and as a class. Also you will use video footage, make presentations and use ICT packages.  All coursework will be completed during the first term of Year 10.

EXAMINATIONS

· You will complete 50% of the course during Year 10.  This will include coursework and the Germany in Transition exam.

· Year 11 will concentrate on completing two other modules with an examination at the end of the year.
