For the fist time from September you will have the opportunity to achieve an exciting new qualification – the Welsh Baccalaureate.   This will add a new dimension to the subjects and courses you plan to follow and will flow from your normal work.   To help you prepare for the demands of your GCSE courses we will start WBQ work during the Summer of Year 9.   All students will have the opportunity to achieve the Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification (WBQ).

To fully achieve the WBQ you will need evidence of having worked towards the key skills of:


Communication


ICT


Application of number


Working with others


Problem Solving


Improving own learning and performance

You will work towards the first three Key Skills in Year 8 and 9 and have the opportunity to develop them further in years 10 and 11.   You will cover the final three Key Skills naturally from the Welsh Baccalaureate work you undertake.

You also get the opportunity to look at Wales, Europe and the World, take part in a team enterprise challenge and undertake a project you choose.   You will work towards these during activities week in Year 9 and 10.
You will get credit for the work experience you do to complete the WBQ you will need to get involved in a community activity, such as an after school club, Duke of Edinburgh or helping others for a minimum of 15 hours.

All the activities will be stimulating, help you with your other work and flow from the work you are already doing.
